Career summary
After graduating, Gerald joined Plessey Radar where he was involved in the development of a real-time operating system.  He was also involved in a Feasibility study for the UKADGE.  His final role at Plessey was as Team Leader for the Weapons Suite of software for a mobile radar system.

Gerald then joined Marconi Space and Defence Systems as a Group Manager.  His work involved the supervision of up to 30 staff and the management of the development of software for a satellite ground station.  He was also produced the Data Dictionary for the BATES system.

He left Marconi to join Systems Designers Ltd (now EDS) where he worked in a consultancy role with an increasing emphasis on information security, including communications, system evaluation and Security Policy development.

In June 1992, Gerald left EDS-Scicon to form GW Information Security.

Any spare time is spent in developing a Bridge program that runs under Microsoft Windows.  The program is now being marketed through the Shareware scheme through a dedicated Web site.  He is also producing a data handling tool for integrating data from different sources. 4.1 
GW Information Security: June 1992 to date

Gerald is the lead consultant for GWIS, providing information security consultancy to procurers and developers of computer systems and products.

He has provided support to EDS on several projects for the Royal Navy and Royal Air Force.

He has also worked for Racal Data Communications (RCSL) providing advice on UK Government standards for security in a voice and data communications system development, and the tender assessment of the security aspects for the Royal Navy JTIDS Ship System.

Significant work includes:

a) Computer Security Consultancy to the DPA Project Office for the RN FOCSLE Project covering all aspects of the system procurement including: System Security Policy production: review of the Security Targets against the ITSEC; review of the security provisions for interoperating systems including advising on SISPs; review of Design documents; review and witnessing of Acceptance Tests; monitoring the adherence to the safety standards; reviewing SyOPs with the System Security Manager and Liaison with the system’s Accreditor (including the duties of Secretary to the Security Working Group).  The system is now in service Accredited to operate in Compartmented Mode.

b) Extension of the previous work for RCSL to include the Bowman LAS, providing advice on the security features, their implementation and their evaluation.  This work includes co-ordination with the LAS subcontractors in Holland and France.

c) Advice to Falcon-Protec on the Computer security aspects of a computer controlled video system and the Scarus portable radio system.  Both systems use Windows 2000 SE.

EDS-Scicon: February 1983 to June 1992

Gerald joined what was then called Systems Designers Limited (SDL) to work in a team that was producing the Technical Specification of the UKAIR CCIS.  The system requirement included a significant need for computer security measures, and this was one of the aspects that Gerald handled.

Gerald then became the Project Leader for a study on how Security Evaluation should be conducted in the UK.  Much of this innovative work is still being applied by the current Commercial Licensed Evaluation Facilities.

The next major project was as Project Leader for the first security evaluation to be conducted in the UK (an AdatP3 message handling system).  This involved the development of practicable methods that could be applied to a large message handling system (some 600,000 lines of code) to give confidence that it was secure.

By now a specialist in Information Security, Gerald became involved in a sequence of projects, both within the company and for external clients.  These projects included:

a) studying the application of the RSRE Distributed Secure System network security device

b) studying the future need for digital encryption equipment

c) advising EDS on the security aspects of the Army UNICOM system

d) studying the security available in workstations, including X-Windows

e) developing software evaluation tools

f) producing the security documentation (eg SSPs, SEISPs, and SPMs) and other Security Targets for several systems

g) involvement with the Commercial Computer Security Centre at their invitational workshops which lead to the production of the ITSEC.

h) developing a security risk questionnaire for an insurance brokerage

i) advising internal bid teams on the security aspects of their proposals and contributing to the final proposals.
